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STEPONE 3 \ N

Attach one 7” 1x6 piece
to one 5V%” 1x6 piece
with two nails.

STEP TWO % \ N
Attach the second 7”
1x6 to the opposite
side of the 52" 1x6
with two nails.

STEP THREE % \' N\
Attach the bottom

514" 1x6 with two

nails per side.

STEP FOUR % \' N
Attach the last 52" 1x6
side with six nails to
finish the box frame.
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STEP FIVE %
Drill a few ¥&” holes in
the bottom for drainage.
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STEPSIX \ %

Drill two 2” deep holes
on opposite sides for
the screw hooks.

STEP SEVEN 1 \
Screw in hooks by hand
or, if needed, with a

screwdriver for leverage.

STEP EIGHT “so
Attach chain, add a plant,
hang and enjoy your new
hanging planter!
